Faculty Meeting Minutes

[bookmark: _GoBack]The faculty of College of Coastal Georgia met on Tuesday, October 5, 2010 at 12:20 p.m. in the Science Lecture Room.  Dr. Phil Mason, Vice President for Academic Affairs, presided.

Approval of Minutes – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason called for approval of the minutes from the September 14, 2010 meeting.  A motion was made, seconded and the motion unanimously carried.

General Announcements – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason introduced Dr. Clayton Hurd, the new Director of Service Learning and Assistant Professor of Cultural Anthropology.  He also announced that Dr. Ann Crowther has accepted the position of Assistant Vice President for Academic Services and will begin her employment on December 1, 2010.

The profile of the Instructional Technology position has been changed which will update the position to have faculty status.  A Search Committee has been formed and has begun their work.

A local marketing firm, Faulkenberry Certain, has been hired to launch the “Dreams in Action” campaign.

The Science and Allied Health Buildings will be renovated. Academic Affairs will work with the Deans/Chairs closely during this time.  Faculty will be selected to be part of a work group that will have input into the final product.

The Health Sciences Building is scheduled to be ready for occupation during the Spring semester.  This includes both classroom and laboratory space.

The Intermediate Blackboard training scheduled for October 8, 2010 has been cancelled.  An announcement will be made once the training is rescheduled.

Dr. Mason has asked Dr. Hurd to launch the spring semester with a faculty in-service presentation on Service Learning.

State Charitable Giving Campaign – Dr. Karen Hambright
Dr. Hambright reminded faculty of the state charitable giving campaign and alerted them that donation information packets have been placed in the campus mail.

She introduced United Way representatives George Ingram and Brenda Boone-Cove who spoke on the importance of giving to the campaign and the impact each donation has on our local community.  A short video was shown which further detailed how the United Way benefits our community.


Foreign Language Placement Exam – Dr. Lisa Noetzel
Dr. Noetzel presented an overview of the new Foreign Language Placement Exam (WEBCAPE) and explained how and when a student should take this exam.

The exam will have a link on COAST under the Student Records heading. There is currently no cost associated with this exam.  Exam results will be sent to the administrator via the “Gerald Moody Pages.”

A question and answer session followed the presentation.

Web –Based Advisement Tools – Dr. T. David Reese
Representing the college’s Advisement Committee, Dr. Reese distributed a detailed handout which explained the On-Line Intranet Advisement Page as well as the BANNER Advisement Informational Web System (referred to as the “Moody Advisement Webpage”).  He reviewed the handout which explained the content of the advisement pages and how to access these pages.
