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COLLEGE OF COASTAL GEORGIA
Faculty Meeting Minutes
February 15, 2013

The faculty of College of Coastal Georgia met on Friday, February 15, 2013 at 3:00 p.m. in the Jones Building Lecture Hall.  Dr. Phil Mason, Vice President for Academic Affairs, presided.

Approval of Minutes – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason called for approval of the minutes from the January 18, 2013 meeting.  A motion was made, seconded and the motion unanimously carried.

Faculty Senate Report – Dr. Jennifer Hatchel
Dr. Hatchel presented the following report from the Faculty Senate:

1. In December, the Senate approved the American Studies program, which was then approved by Dr. Hepburn.

1. Sabbaticals
1. A number of the USG institutions are doing away with sabbaticals.  Senate has asked the FWD committee to expand the idea of sabbaticals to grant opportunities, such as Fulbright.

1. Presidential Search Committee
1. Forums were held in Brunswick and Camden.

1. Computers for Student Use
3. Senate is working with Student Council and Student Fee Committees

1. Habitat for Humanity 
Sense of the Senate Shared with Dr. Hepburn- 
The Faculty Senate of the College of Coastal Georgia vigorously supports the partnership between the College of Coastal Georgia and Habitat for Humanity of Glynn County to build two houses near the campus during spring semester 2013.  We encourage faculty, staff, and students to participate in this partnership- individually or in groups, regardless of skill level or experience, by contacting Cody Cocchi at the CCGA Center for Service-Learning (912- 279-5976, servicelearning@ccga.edu ) to volunteer time and effort to help two local families obtain safe and affordable housing.  Everyone can help, and should check when volunteers are most needed. Also, those with specific skills or who want to help with a particular task can find out when those tasks are scheduled. 
1. Handicap Parking
5. We are working with the administration about issues related to #s and access.  

1. Recycling/Trash Cans was discussed, including the need for clearer signage.

1. The next Senate Meeting is scheduled for February 27 in the Health and Sciences building and in Camden DL room.


VPAA Announcements – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason announced that the faculty searches are proceeding.  In particular, the History faculty position has received 105 applications.

Dr. Mason, Kay Hampton, Clayton Daniels and Dr. Jim Lynch attended the Complete College Georgia Summit in Athens on February 18-19, 2013.

A campus-wide SWOT Analysis is being performed. The results of this analysis will be compiled into a briefing book for the new College President.

Dr. Mason noted that for the Common Read, copies of the text will be ordered for the faculty who will be incorporating the text into their classes.  Students will be responsible for purchasing their own copy of the text.  Several copies of the text will be placed on reserve in the college library for student use.  Members of the Lacks family will be on campus September 13, 2013.

Dr. Mason informed the faculty that the Institutional Review Board (IRB) Training is being transformed and placed on D2L.  All faculty are required to take the training. Any faculty who will be incorporating research into their classes will be required to take the more extensive training.

Dr. Mason reminded the faculty of the memorial for Chuck Sterner which will be held on February 20, 2013 at 4:30pm in the Conference Center Lobby.

Dr. Mason has formed an Innovation Committee which is charged with exploring ways to pilot/implement the ideas presented by Dr. Uri Treisman.  The committee is working with Dr. Jim Lynch to formulate survey questions.  Faculty input will be needed.

Dr. Mason has asked for a review of the Faculty Development funding process.  He noted that faculty who are presenting papers at a conference will have a better chance of receiving funding.  Dr. Mason has asked for an additional $5,000 for the FDW Committee. He has also requested $4,000 for the funding of Study Abroad scholarships for students.  Dr. Carla Bluhm added that the FDW Committee takes all requests very seriously.  Dr. Mason added that Kevin Mobbs is now the Director of E-Learning.  He will be surveying the faculty regarding what types of learning/training do they want.


Dr. Mason spoke on the issue of faculty not being permitted to download software on their computers.  Dr. Mason noted that this is a security issue, which requires the approval of the college CIO.  Dr. Mason encouraged the faculty to think forward as to what their needs are/will be.

The rollout of the American Studies Program is subject to UGS/BOR approval at their March 2013 meeting.
