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The faculty of College of Coastal Georgia met on Friday, January 28, 2011 at 3:00 p.m. in the Science Lecture Room.  Dr. Phil Mason, Vice President for Academic Affairs, presided.

Approval of Minutes – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason called for approval of the minutes from the November 9, 2010 meeting.  A motion was made, seconded and the motion unanimously carried.

Introduction s – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason introduced the following new college employees:
Dr. Mohammad Faysel – Assistant Professor of Health Informatics
Mr. Carl Gabrini – Instructor of Accounting
Dr. Ann Crowther – Assistant Vice President for Academic Services

Campus Update/Announcements – Dr. Valerie Hepburn
Dr. Hepburn welcomed the faculty.  She opened by noting that Dr. Don Mathews had made his economic forecast presentation at the Economic Development Luncheon earlier in the day.

Dr. Hepburn followed with an update on the budget.  There will be comprehensive, across-the-board deductions.  Tuition increases are expected.  College of Coastal Georgia needs to ensure well-educated, next generation graduates.

No furloughs are expected; however, there will also be no pay raises.  The college will retain all of the new degree programs.  Admissions requirements will be changing for the summer semester.  

Dr. Hepburn proudly announced that our Nursing class had a 98% pass rate on the NCLEX.

NLNAC Visit Update – Mrs. Kay Hampton
Mrs. Hampton announced that the National League for Nursing Accrediting Commission will be on campus February 7 – 10 to conduct a site visit. The committee will meet with college administrators, faculty and students, with an exit conference to be held on February 10.  The review will cover the initial accreditation of our BSN program and the re-accreditation of our ASN program.

Service Learning Update – Dr. Clayton Hurd
Dr. Hurd presented a handout detailing the upcoming service learning calendar of events.  He encouraged the faculty to attend as many of these programs as their schedules would permit.

Dr. Mason polled the faculty as to whether they would prefer a stipend or a course reassignment for incorporation of service learning into their courses.  The majority voted for course reassignment.


VPAA Updates/Comments – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason announced that the faculty searches were proceeding.  Offers have been made and accepted for the Psychology and English candidates.  An offer will be extended to the Management/Leadership candidate.  An offer has been made to the Teacher Education candidates as well.  There are two available Biology faculty positions and interviews are ongoing for both.  Finalists are being selected from the Mathematics candidates and interviews will be conducted.

The search for a First Year Experience Coordinator is underway and applications are being reviewed.

Dr. Mason reminded the faculty to encourage their students to complete the QEP survey. At present, we have received only 138 student responses.

Dr. Mason has convened the initial meeting of the Faculty Development Program Committee on February 2, 2011.  He will also meet with the Core Curriculum Committee next week.

Next week, Dr. Mason will attend a meeting with the architects who will be overseeing the renovation of the Jones (Science) and Academic Commons North (Allied Health) buildings.  

Dr. Mason asked for the faculty’s perspective on the new Health Sciences Building.  Feedback was very positive.

Questions and discussion concerning the Early Alert grading system followed.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:00 p.m.
