Faculty Meeting Minutes
February 9, 2010

[bookmark: _GoBack]The faculty of College of Coastal Georgia met on Tuesday, February 19, 2010 at 12:15 p.m. in the Science Lecture Room.  Dr. Phil Mason, Vice President for Academic Affairs, presided.

Approval of Minutes – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason called for approval of the minutes from the January 19, 2010 meeting.  A motion was made, seconded and the motion unanimously carried.

SACS Substantive Level Change Visit – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason reminded the faculty of the site visit to be held on February 16 – 18, 2010.  This will be a status review of our four-year programs.  Sections of the document have been pulled and incorporated into a reduced version for the faculty to review.

Announcements – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason reported that Red Pepper made a presentation at the Cabinet meeting regarding how they plan to implement the “Dreams In Action” marketing campaign.

Enrollment for spring semester is currently 3,162 students.  This number is up sixteen percent from last spring semester. The FTE is 2505, which marks a 25% increase from last spring.

Volunteers are needed to serve on the QEP committee.  Dr. Mason strongly encouraged the faculty to consider serving.

The program proposals for Biology and Health Informatics will be presented to the Senate on Thursday (February 11) and are planned to be sent to the Board of Regents on Friday, February 19.

Foundations of Excellence – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason noted that the FOE committees are meeting and working on their respective portions of the report.  Any data needs that a committee should have should be routed to Kay Hampton.  New items are added weekly to the website.

Technology Issues – Dr. Phil Mason
Dr. Mason reported that a functioning helpdesk is needed.  A rotational schedule for replacement of computers needs to be developed.  Opportunities for faculty development in technological areas should also be explored.

Institutional Review Board – Dr. Jean Mistretta
Dr. Mistretta reported that the College of Coastal Georgia Institutional Review Board has been sanctioned and approved.  It consists of College of Coastal Georgia employees and two outside members.  A regular meeting schedule for the Board will be fleshed out soon.  Surveys, research (in particular that which uses human subjects) and the like must be first approved by the Board.  Forms to be used for submission of requests will soon be made available on the college website.

General Education – Dr. Mark Pilgrim
Dr. Pilgrim made a presentation concerning the General Education Committee.  This is a faculty driven process.  Dr. Pilgrim followed by outlining and detailing the core specific learning objectives which should be included in the course syllabi.  The general education competencies and outcomes set goals for students as learners.  College-level goals are set by the academic units and should reflect the college mission and how each course fits into the “big picture.”

Artifacts are evidence that the student has met the competency.  The faculty member should select which general education outcomes should be addressed in each class.  The faculty should also be in contact with their Dean/Chair with any issues concerning these outcomes.

Discussion ensued regarding the learning objectives, competencies and outcomes.  Dr. Mason thanked the members of the General Education Committee for their diligence.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 1:15 p.m.
